This place-based learning experience is delivered at the
iconic Opihi Taniwha Méaorirock art site, an area of the
highest cultural significance to manawhenua, Te Rinanga o
Arowhenua, and to Ngai Tahu Whanui as a whole.

This module harnesses tamariki creativity and imagination
to deliver hands-on learning in the area of performing arts
for students from Years1to 8. Our local manawhenua guides
will support tamariki to explore the wider cultural context
in which traditional Maori performing arts were developed
and practiced: in the whare tapare, houses of storytelling,
dance, music, puppets and games, whose origins reach back
to ancient Polynesia. Karetao (Maori puppets) are used as

a vehicle for sharing and learning, with tamariki encouraged
to develop their own interpretations of the stories
communicated by the rock art, and to bring them to life in
short karetao theatre pieces, performed outside the cave.
